Worldview Issues  

Spiritual Warfare Ministry begins with 

a worldview challenge.   

 The War is Unseen (Generally).  

You can’t use a microscope to bring 

things into focus.   

 

 By understanding the principles 

of spiritual warfare you can expose 

what is happening.  

 

 It is not always necessary to 

understand everything you don’t see.   

 

Ancestral Issues  

 Agreements between Ancestors and Spirits:  

 

o Rituals: Religious or Satanic Ceremonies in which families or 

specific children are promised to the devil.   

 Amalek and Moab; Ruth – A generational curse broken  

 Rituals are often sealed with a sacrifice  

 Masonic  

 Occult (E.G., Wicca)  

 Satanic  

 

 Rituals must be renounced.  

 It may not be necessary to know the specific 

details, but if you do know them, it is wise to be as 

specific as possible with the renunciation.   

 

 Jesus may be invited into the memories to reclaim them.  
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o Curses: declarations of evil that are directed toward a 

family or an individual  

 

 Balaam against Israel, Joshua against the one who 

rebuilt Jericho, Shimei against David  

 

o “Anointings” or being the “Chosen One”: “Blessings” of 

supernatural power that are actually demonic curses.   

 

 Especially common in occult culutres 

 Alaine Pakkala at Grandmother’s Funeral  

 Viet Namese Shaman’s Grandaughter  

 

o Pacts: A promise to the devil of access to a future child, if 

something is done in the present.   

 Vows are sometimes part of a ritual; sometimes separate  

 Need to be renounced as specifically as possible  

 

 Sins of the Ancestors  

o Occult sins and Violence tend to create the strongest 

bondages.   

o All sorts of sins can be passed down: Anxiety, Addiction, 

Greed, Sexual Immorality, . . .  

o Renunciation to break free; but also a game plan for staying 

free – (i.e, building emotional capacity, a support system, etc)

 Dabbling  

o Séances; Ouija Boards; etc.  

o Steps to Freedom: Step One  

 

 

 

 Initiation Rituals  

o Job’s daughters, Mormon Church; Freemasonry; etc.  

o Renunciation  

o Letter of Resignation may be in order 

 

 

 

 Cult Participation  

o Traditional cults (like Jehovah’s Witness); Secret Societies; 

Pagan Groups; Satanic Groups  

o Renunciation; Relocation;  

 

 Victimization  

o Ritual targeted at a person  

o Ritual Observed by a person   

o Ritual abused a person   

o Ritual programmed a person  

 

 Generational Involvement  

o Usually Secret  

o Usually splits or parts in the generations  

o If Satanic, usually involves programming  

 

Reclaiming these things does not require a detailed knowledge of the 

occult.  Jim Wilder – You don’t need to know the details of an accident to 

understand how to fix the car.  A detailed knowledge of how to fix cars is 

the important thing.   
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Thoughts on Ministry to those victimized by the occult  

 Jesus must lead  

 A team is valuable  

 

 

1. Stabilization: Validation and Comfort  

 

 

2. Belonging: Relational Skill Development  

 

 

3. Warfare: Deal with demons as necessary, not as focus  

 

 

4. Healing: Healing of memories is part of the work; not everything  

 

 

5. Maturing: the goal is maturity growth; not simply emotional relief  

 Ability to stabilize self (quiet; validate and comfort self)  

 Ability to remain relational under stress  

 Ability to connect relationally with God
